The UNC Professional Development Portal (PDP) is a strategic service component of the TLT Collaborative, designed to provide an increasing range of online professional development resources for faculty, librarians, staff, and administrators throughout UNC. There are currently four focus areas of content: teaching and learning, administrative development, staff development, and libraries. As the PDP expands, additional content areas may be added.

The PDP provides common access to over 2,500 resources including: 

· Upcoming conferences, meetings, and events

· Grants and funding sources

· Centers and organizations

· Projects and initiatives

· Publications

· Workshops and training materials

· Human resources benefits

You can participate in the Professional Development Portal in several ways: 

· Search over 2500 entries by keyword, focus area, scope, or resource type.

· Browse entries by subject in the Teaching and Learning and Administrative Development focus areas. (coming soon in all focus areas)

· Submit your own resources to the Portal by establishing a log in (requires only a username and password). The PDP relies on submissions by its users to continue growing.

In 2004 the TLTC is planning a redesign for the PDP that will include enhancements to push relevant content to users and connect UNC colleagues who share similar interests. Updates will be posted at the existing PDP URL.
